The second part of the Springterm seesthe Year R childrenturninginto ‘Animal Detectives’.
In thistopicthe childrenlearn aboutanimalsthat come from eggs and spend time practising
their constructingand joining skills foravariety of activitiesin Expressive Arts and Design.

and close. The termalso has a lovely visit from Farmer Sarah and Farmer Tom with their
animals from the Mill Cottage Farm Experience.



Summer Term
